Jean Piaget’s Stages-- Sensorimotor (object permanence & egocentrism), Preoperationa (lack conservation), Concrete Operational (understands conservation but not abstract reasoning), Formal Operational (abstract – 11 yrs old +)

Emotional Development – Imprinting, Harlow & Monkey Experiment, Mary Ainsworth – Strange Situation, secure, resistant, avoidant, disorganized attachment

Parenting Styles & Effects --Diana Baumrind – Authoritarian, Democratic/Authoritative, Permissive/Laissez-Faire, Uninvolved)

Sigmund Freud & Psychosexual Stages – oral, anal, phallic (Oedipus complex & identification), latency, & genital

Erik Erikson’s Psychosocial Development – trust vs mistrust, autonomy vs shame, initiative vs guilt, industry vs inferiority, identity vs role confusion, intimacy vs isolation, generativity vs stagnation, integrity vs despair

Lawrence Kohlberg & Moral Development – Preconventional, Conventional, Post-Conventional

Adolescence – initiation rites, physical dev. & puberty, cognitive development, moral development, Erikson & Identity Crisis, Bandura & Social Learning, Social Dev – Parents & Peers (cliques), Teenage Problems – Depression, Anorexia, Bulimia, binge eating, gender identity, roles, & stereotypes

Adulthood – physical changes, menopause, marriage, senile dementia & alzheimer’s disease, 5 stages of death (denial, anger, bargaining, depression, acceptance)
